HOW IT WORKS

El Paso Community College offers fundamental core
courses to qualified high school juniors and seniors at the high
school campuses during daytime periods. Students receive
both high school credit and college credit for the courses they
take in the dual credit program. The college class is a
replacement rather than an addition to the high school
curriculum. Students take just one class-the college class-and
get both high school and college credit for it. The courses are
taught by certified instructors either on site or through distance
learning (On-line).

e Complete the EPCC placement test (ACCUPLACER).
(Dual credit students cannot enroll in developmental level
courses.)

e Attend New Student Orientation.

» School Services: This tab is for administrative services provided by the Banner
system and allows you to change your personal information, enroll for class, check for
grades, apply for financial aid, and other options.

Getting your Username: There is a “How do | get a user name? Click Here” message if
you need to find your user name. The first sentence says, “If you are a registered credit
student for the current term, you already have a user name and password. Click Here.”
Type your Social Security Number or College |.D.# and click 'search' to find your user I.D.
Your user name will be next to “Email.”

Your Password: Your default password is your birthdate (MMDDYY). Itis the same
password/PIN you use for Web CT and Banner. If you have changed your WebCT
password or Banner PIN, use the new version.

LEARNING COMMUNITIES offered in the Summer

At El Paso Community College

Learning Communities are groups of courses that are linked together by
a common theme to achieve the following goals:

«  Enhanced collaboration

«  Expanded learning

«  Increased interaction with faculty and fellow students

»  Increased intellectual interaction and shared inquiry

«  Greater coherence and relevance in what is being learned

These goals are promoted by having the same students enrolled in the
classes that are joined in Learning Communities. The instructors work
together to structure their courses around a common theme and seek
opportunities to combine curricular objectives. The classes are
scheduled back-to-back and preferably in the same room.
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For example, in the following learning community:

ENGL 1301 + HIST 1301

An essay assignment for the freshman composition course might also
be a writing project in the history class. The composition teacher would
work with the student to develop the technical aspects of the essay. The
history instructor would work with the student to develop the histori-
cal/content aspects of the essay. The student would have one assign-
ment for two courses—Iless work but working smarter.

Students receive separate grades for each of the classes in the Learning
Community.

Studies suggest that students involved in Learning Communities are
more likely to:

Make friends with a diverse group of students

Get to know their instructors

Feel more confident about being in college

Stay in school

Earn higher grades

Become more involved and motivated

Finish college faster

Become more intellectually mature and responsible for their own
learning

CRN = Course Reference Number

Prerequisite = A condition of enrollment a student is required to meet
in order to demonstrate current readiness for enrollment in a course or
educational program

Co requisite (Co) = A condition of enrollment consisting of a course
that a student is required to take simultaneously in order to enroll in
another course

Instructional Method = Method of course delivery

Traditional classroom = Students attend lecture and/or lab on specified
days and times on or off-campus with a teacher presenting material to
the students. (Classes may include web-enhanced options.)

Online = Classes taught through the Internet

Hybrid = Classes meet both on campus and online.

Broadcast/TV = Instruction via television and/ multimedia

Video conferencing = Live interactive classes offered in multiple
locations using two way audio/video technology.

Electronic = Hybrid; Internet/online; Broadcast/TV; Video
Conferencing

Learning Communities = Groups of courses linked together to
promote student engagement and success. Students register for
multiple classes and instructors collaborate to join their classes.
Power Pack = A course taught at an accelerated rate

Laboratory: =Time used by college personnel to provide direct
supervision of skill development, application, and practice of knowl-
edge is classified as laboratory. Activities conducted in simulation
facilities to develop or practice skills are classified as laboratory
activities.

Clinical and Internship = experiences provide workplace settings in
which students learn and apply program theory and management of the
work flow.
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Clinical experiences must take place in a health care setting, and
students must not be paid for the learning experiences.

Internship experiences take place in any setting outside of health care,
and students may or may not be paid for the learning experiences.
Practicum and Cooperative Education = provide workplace settings
in which students gain practical experience in a discipline, enhance
skills, and integrate knowledge.

In compliance with the Family Educational Rights and Privacy
Act of 1974, El Paso County Community College District gives notice
that the following types of directory information will be released to the
general public without the written consent of the student:

e Student name
Student address
Telephone listing
Dates of attendance
Major field of study and awards, degrees received
Most recent previous institution attended
Date of birth

Students currently enrolled may request that all or part of their
directory information be withheld from the public by filing a written
request at the time of each registration. Such a request will remain in
effect until student authorizes its removal in writing. Release of any
additional information pertaining to student records must be authorized,
in writing, by the student, except as authorized under the law. Students
have a right to inspect, review, request copies of, and challenge the
contents of their educational records. A fee will be charged for copies
provided.

The Registrar's Office is the repository of all students' College
records. The staff will supply students with information related to their
College records and refer those students requiring additional assistance
to the proper College official or office.

CLASSROOM ETIQUETTE

The College student 1s a member of a community of students
seeking to acquire and communicate knowledge. A student's conduct,
in and out of the classroom, must not infringe on the rights of other
students, staff, or faculty. Each student, staff, and faculty member is
obligated to respect the rights of others.

INSTRUCTOR RESPONSIBILITY

The Instructor is the properly constituted authority responsible for
maintaining discipline within the classroom. Instructors, through their
syllabi, will provide the rules under which their class is to be con-
ducted.

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITY

All students shall obey the law, show respect for properly
constituted authority, and observe correct standards of conduct, as
outlined in the El Paso Community College Student Code of Conduct.
As such, students are required to comply with the written informa-
tion in the syllabi and with the verbal directives of the Instructor.
Students in violation of this responsibility shall be subject to disciplin-
ary action to include suspension (Reference: College Student Disciplin-
ary Procedure, No. 2.03.05 and the Student Code of Conduct).

STUDENT RIGHTS

All students of the El Paso Community College are entitled to
enjoy the basic rights of citizenship which are recognized and protected
by the laws of this country and state.

Academic-Related Grievances - Academic-related grievances
should be submitted in writing beginning with the faculty member and
then to the Dean. Appeals may then be directed to the appropriate Vice
President.

Continuing Education-Related Grievances - Continuing
Education-related grievances should be submitted in writing beginning
with the faculty member and then to the Continuing Education
Directors. Appeals may then be directed to the appropriate Vice
President.

Student Program and Campus Life - Related Grievances - Student-
related grievances should be submitted in writing to the Director of
Student Leadership and Campus Life. Appeals may be directed to the
Dean of Students for final disposition.

Equal Educational Opportunity - No student or prospective
student of the College shall be discriminated against because of race,
color, religion, gender, national origin, age, or disability.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION ABOUT
BACTERIAL MENINGITIS

This information is being provided to all new college students in the state
of Texas. Bacterial Meningitis is a serious, potentially deadly disease that
can progress extremely fast - so take utmost caution. Itis an inflammation
of the membranes that surround the brain and spinal cord. The bacteria that
causes Meningitis can also infect the blood. This disease strikes about
3,000 Americans each year, including 100-125 on college campuses,
leading to 5-15 deaths among college students every year. There is a
treatment, but those who survive may develop severe health problems or
disabilities.

WHAT ARE THE SYMPTOMS?
¢ High Fever

e Severe headache

* Rash or purple patches on skin * Vomiting
» Light sensitivity « Stiff Neck
* Confusion and sleepiness * Nausea

e Lethargy e Seizures

There may be a rash of tiny, red-purple spots caused by bleeding
under the skin. These can occur anywhere on the body.

The more symptoms, the higher the risk, so when these symptoms

appear seek immediate medical attention.

HOW IS BACTERIAL MENINGITIS DIAGNOSED?

¢ Diagnosis is made by a medical provider and is usually based on a

combination of clinical symptoms and laboratory results from

spinal fluid and blood tests.

Early diagnosis and treatment can greatly improve the likelihood of

recovery.

HOW IS THE DISEASE TRANSMITTED?

e The disease is transmitted when people exchange saliva (such as
by kissing, or by sharing drinking containers, utensils, cigarettes,
tooth brushes, etc.) or come in contact with respiratory or throat
secretions.

HOW DO YOU INCREASE YOUR RISK OF GETTING

BACTERIAL MENINGITIS?

e Exposure to saliva by sharing cigarettes, water bottles, eating
utensils, food, kissing, etc.

e Living in close conditions (such as sharing a room/suite in a dorm
or group home).

WHAT ARE THE POSSIBLE CONSEQUENCES OF

THE DISEASE?

Death (in 8 to 24 hours from perfectly well to dead)

Permanent brain damage

Kidney failure

Learning disability

Hearing loss, blindness

Limb damage (fingers, toes, arms, and/or legs) that requires

amputation

Gangrene

Coma

» Convulsions

CAN THE DISEASE BE TREATED?

* Antibiotic treatment, if received early, can save lives and chances

of recovery are increased.

However, permanent disability or death can still occur.

Vaccinations are available and should be considered for:

e Those living in close quarters

» College students 25 years old or younger

Vaccinations are effective against 4 of the 5 most common bacteria

types that cause 70% of the disease in the U.S.

(but does not protect against all types of meningitis).

Vaccinations take 7-10 days to become effective, with protection

lasting 3-5 years.

The cost of vaccine varies, so check with your health care provider.

Vaccination is very safe - most common side effects are redness

and minor pain at injection site for up to two days.
